Abstract

The Autonomous Republic of Northern Epirus emerged as an organized reaction of the
greek majority population of the area, after the creation of the Albanian State by the
Treaty of London (1913) and the Protocol of Florence. The Autonomous republic is
examined in the context of the Great Powers struggle for influence as well as within the
process of creating the Albanian state. Furthermore, great emphasis is placed in
describing the internal political organization and military structure of the autonomous
state. The aforementioned structures were swiftly established and succeeded in
compelling the Powers to change the administrative status quo with the Protocol of
Corfu. The contents of the later are examined and compared to the implementation of
the Cretan State in order to determine their exact nature and significance.
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
