Abstact

The European Union has made a strong commitment to the promotion and protection
of human rights, democracy and the rule of law. The human rights policy of the EU
stems from two basic sources. The first source is primary law of the Union, as it stems
from the European treaties, which are the product of negotiation and agreement among
Member States. The second source from which human rights are regulated in the EU is
the EU Court decisions. At the level of actions the EU upholds and promotes
fundamental rights in the EU law through, and externally it is exploiting the economic
and political clout as an important act of the international community, especially in the
economic area to include human rights clauses in all trade and cooperation agreements
with third countries, with a purpose to connect financial assistance and the conclusion

of commercial transactions with the respect and protection of human rights.
