ABSTRACT

With the existence of an unprecedented federation of countries and with the inevitable
existence of a multicivilization and a multiculturalism in the bundle of these countries, the
European Union, the variety of the European law’s content has been penetrated in every
single aspect of all the different legal orders of the member states with very few exceptions.
These exceptions are very specific and are left to the member state’s discretion.

So this speedy evolution of this supranational legal order, which in the main replaces the
national legal orders, has as a result the assignment of the member state’s autonomy, most of
the times without any given option, and like that the state’s sovereignty is sacrificed on the
altar of the globalization for the Union’s sake which is after all the desirable result having as
its main axes the freedom, justice and safety of all its citizens.

It is obvious that the fundamental freedoms of the free movement of people, services, capital
and goods upon which the structure of the European Union has its foundations, are promoted
in the European framework through the exchange of interests between the European Union
and the member states.

Apart from that, the procedure of taking decisions in EU level is based on an
intergovernmental model which is based on objectivity and has as a result decisions which
represent the convergence of national preferences.

The superiority of the European law is obvious within numerous cases end especially in those
which concern its uniform application in every member state’s legal order even if this means
the annulment of a member state’s specific law, which is not congruous with neither the
primary or the secondary legislation of the EU but nor with the case law of the Court of the
