SUMMARY

Through the present work, we will deal with the issue of the violation of the
rights of intellectual property on the internet cause it so actual timeliness that we should
follow its evolution at the same time from the perspective of the world of legal science
and from the perspective of the world of Internet technology. The development of the
internet is carried out at such a rate that everybody wonders if it the law can follow it
in order to regulate the online relationships, providing the greater possible protection

for the authors, whose works are circulating voluntarily or involuntarily in cyberspace.

At the same time, we observe the phenomenon that majority of the organizations
of collective management of copyright support the restriction of the free use of the
Internet and they treat it as a threat because it threatens their financial interests and at
the same time the moral and financial rights of each author. Thus, we wonders whether
it makes sense to protect by all means such rights when this protection implies also the
creation of "closed borders" at the field of the diffusion of information and further
violation of basic individual rights and freedoms. Through this paper, | will start in the
first part by indicating in details the rights of authors and the protection granted to them
within the existing framework and then at the second part | will proceed to commentary
of decisions of national courts and especially of the European Court in order to provide
the reader with a clearer image for the issue through concrete examples that have
