Summary

The identification of underwater hydrocarbon deposits in the Cypriot EEZ and
the prospect of exploitation, offers Cyprus Republic the most significant opportunity for
energy independence. In addition, energy will contribute greatly to the economic and
social development, but may also become an important parameter for the solution of the
Cyprus problem, which remains unsolved for 42 years.

Correct and methodical steps undertaken by Cyprus Republic for delimitation of
its Exclusive Economic Zone, among threats and challenges by Turkey, are perhaps the
most important strategic tools in this effort. The geostrategic position of Cyprus was
enhanced greatly in the recent years due to energy and the recognition of Cyprus EEZ
worldwide. Additionally, the significant regional alliances signed with the neighbour
countries will undoubtedly contribute greatly to the development of the island in
various areas, including safety.

The international legal framework governing the demarcation of the seas and the
rights of the countries, in relation to their underwater resources, legitimize the actions
of Cyprus Democracy regarding to the delimitation of the Economic Exclusive Zone
and hence the utilization and exploitation of undersea natural wealth.

But regardless Cyprus legal rights, some important strategic steps must be done
by the Cypriote side in order to face the risks that appear and the geostrategic changes
that take place. These must be done in order to shield the existence of Cyprus as a

sovereign and independent country and allow Cyprus to implement its energy plans.
