Abstract

The Cyprus problem is a bilateral and at the same time an international issue, for which
a lot of diplomatic capitals has been devoted to the solution, starting with the United Nations,
ending in the Athens-Nicosia-Ankara triangle. It could well be described as the "Waterloo of
Endurance” of the Greek nationalist right, as well as the Greek foreign policy of the post-war
period of 1950-1974 with the main policy being the dictatorship of the 1967 Colonels, whose
tragic consequences are still being paid by the Cypriot people today. Proof of the naivete with
which the dictatorial regime of Greece approached Greece's foreign policy were the problems
of Greek-Turkish relations, as well as the Cyprus problem, which was dominated by the view
that it could be resolved in the "sincere” NATO framework approach, which did not take place

due to the Turkish invasion in Cyprus.

During the dictatorship, propaganda, and especially the press, played a decisive role.
At the beginning of the coup, the newspapers of the time were operating under strangled
censorship, and critical comments against him were scandalized, or even punished with severe
penalties. The multitude of affable newspapers was required to reproduce itself in the
dictatorship's official communications, for which specific specifications were in force, even at
the point of publication of the papers. Reprinting of selected extracts of the foreign type, which
were favorable to the dictatorship, was a repetitive tactic. In 1969, preventive censorship turned
into a repressive one, and in 1973 the situation worsened when Dimitrios loannides, who took
over the press, took over the government. The April regime shut down left-wing newspapers
such as Avgi and Dimokratiki Allagi, while the Kathimerini, Eleni Vlachou’s Mesimvrini and
Panos Kokkas' Eleftheria suspended their operation in response to the imposition of censorship
on the dictatorship. The newspapers that continued to operate during the dictatorship and
received a clear, loving attitude were Estia of the Cyrou family, the Savvas Constantopoulos’

Eleftheros Kosmos, Nea Politeia and Acropolis.
