Abstract

The objective of this research is to look into the different reactions of the various
governments involved in the Suez Crisis and see how they differed. The purpose of this
thesis is to determine what prompted the Eisenhower administration to retaliate against its
allies when they attacked Egypt in 1956. Additionally, the motivations for the hostility of
England, France, and Israel are investigated. In addition, the nationalization of the Suez
Canal by Gamal Nasser, as well as his following acts, are addressed and critiqued.
According to the findings of the study, President Eisenhower believed he had no choice but
to denounce the aggression perpetrated by England, France, and Israel. In his opinion, he
was compelled to assist the Egyptian cause because the allies' war on Egypt had been
illegitimate. Nasser had nationalized the Suez Canal, but he had done so in such a way that
it had no effect on shipping via the canal. Eisenhower considered that the invasion of
Egypt by England, France, and Israel had harmed the cause of the western world, and he

tried to put an end to the invasion as soon as possible.
