Abstract

Democracy is a dynamic, constantly evolving concept, both in terms of its content and in terms of
its operation and the actors involved. Citizens, until recently, have had a role that can be described
as passive, in the sense that in a representative, parliamentary democracy, the citizen's activity is
almost exhausted in the exercise of the right to vote. However, today there is a significant change,
as the concept of the public sphere is in full operation, with every citizen having the possibility of
expressing their opinion on social media, and importantly, the same media act as agents that create
collective actions that have the power to influence the policies being implemented. Decision-
making and the institutionalisation of specific measures require correct and comprehensive
information, not only for political actors, but especially for the citizens who elect them. An 'open’
democratic governance is based on an open dialogue with citizens, where they are given both the

opportunity and the platform to express many different views and positions.

However, not all forms of participation are characterised by a commitment to democracy, nor are
they aimed at empowering citizens. On the contrary, some of these forms of digital intervention
test constitutional limits, manipulate and operate in an undemocratic way, trying to impose their
own agenda. At the same time, the EU is facing a number of challenges that create significant

pressures on democracy and democratic institutions.

All these issues are raised in this paper, the aim of which is to study and analyse the evolution of
the internet into the current digital age, as well as the role of social media in the democratic process
and decision-making, taking into account current developments, and recent relevant events, such

as, for example, the spread of fake news and conspiracy theories during the COVID-19 pandemic.

On the basis of the findings of this paper, we can come to the following conclusions:

With regards to the internet and the social media and their role in policy and decision making
within the EU, it is found that certain populist formations operating on the fringes or even outside

the democratic arc have managed to significantly influence the policy agenda.

As regards the extent to which the internet can create / stimulate social movements, the paper
shows that the internet has significantly facilitated both the creation and the action of certain social

movements and has even acted as a force multiplier in some cases.

Regarding the way in which the internet and social media influence democratic processes and
functions, the paper finds that certain groups promote their agenda by using disinformation,
creating and reproducing false news on a huge scale, pushing political parties to take a stand on the

issues on the agenda of these groups.
