Abstract

The subject matter of the present historical study is to highlight the educational policy of the 4th of
August Regime (1936-1940) towards minorities. In particular, the study attempts to outline the
strategies implemented regarding the linguistic and cultural assimilation of foreign-language-
speaking populations — mainly the Slavophones- through state mechanisms, with the educational
system being the dominant one. The research aims to highlight the ways in which educational
institutions in Western Macedonia were used to integrate Slavophone populations into the state
framework, so that they could be integrated into the Greek culture, in the formation of Greek identity,
while renouncing the "inferior" culture of the linguistic minority. In the framework of the "New
State" that Metaxas sought to establish, with attachment to the triptych "Fatherland, Religion,
Family", emphasis on the formation of the Third Greek Culture and imposition of national
homogeneity, there was no room for minorities. The individual objectives of the study are, first of
all, to present the authoritarian and repressive policy of the Metaxas regime -primarily against
Slavophone people, compared to other minorities (Muslims, Vlachs, Arvanites, Jews). The research,
at the same time, focuses on highlighting whether the forced linguistic assimilation constitutes a
turning point in the policy regarding their hellenization, compared to the previous parliamentary
governments, which had followed a milder assimilation model. In particular, the research focuses on
the prefecture of Florina, where during the period of the Metaxas dictatorship hysteria of national
insecurity - due to many factors that the study attempts to analyze - was manifested by the entire state
apparatus, so that the Slavophones were targeted again. Finally, the study presents the impact on the
everyday life of Slavophones, the views of local politicians on the situation, as well as the impact of
the "New State" on the relations between locals and refugees. In the conclusions, the study attempts
to investigate the extent to which the educational policy of the Metaxas dictatorship can be
considered a successful one or not and where the violent assimilation of Slavophone populations

during the periods of the occupation and civil war led in the long run.
