Abstract

Espionage and surveillance are acts of intelligence gathering, but they are based in
different fields. Espionage is used as a means to gather classified information from an
adversary, while surveillance is an act of collecting data from citizens for national security
purposes within a state.

The present study attempts to answer the question of whether the uncritical
collection of data violates the personal freedoms and privacy of an individual. It also
explores the ethical dilemmas that arise in this delicate balancing act between the security
of a state and constitutionally guaranteed freedoms.

In terms of methodology we utilized secondary literature which we studied
comparatively. The classified information and the sensitivity of the topic posed limitations
to our research.

The main conclusions are:

Several times citizen surveillance has violated fundamental constitutional rights to
individual freedom, and many times governments use it for political purposes.

There are serious ethical dilemmas regarding the indiscriminate and uncritical
collection of data from citizens under the pretext of national security.

Surveillance is useful under certain conditions for the internal security of a state, in
particular when it is done in moderation and not abused, without infringing personal
freedoms and privacy.

Finally, at the national level it would be useful to establish an independent authority
that would continuously supervise the process of surveillance to ensure that there is no
misuse and improper use of data.
