Abstract

Athens' approach to the United Arab Emirates is one of its efforts in the last decade to
escape the passive diplomacy of the economic crisis. Greece found the opportunity after the
energy upgrade of the region to diversify and reshape its foreign policy even with partners outside
of NATO and the EU. This expansion takes place in a period after 2010 when significant
hydrocarbon deposits were discovered in Greece. Mediterranean, and at the same time
neighboring Turkey was gradually moving away from Israel. The Arab uprisings brought upheaval
in the region with Turkey supporting the Muslim Brotherhood and political Islam. The US has
shifted its focus of interest from the MENA region to counter the rising power of Russia and China.
Combined with other challenges in the region, the above was a catalyst for the activation of Greek

Diplomacy.

Against this background, with Turkey projecting its power through 'Neo-Ottomanism' and
'‘Blue Homeland', Athens-Abu Dhabi relations seem to be strengthening following mutually
beneficial agreements and with a will to deepen their ties in all areas. Greece needs to upgrade
its role in the region as an energy hub, since after the war in Ukraine the countries of Europe are
trying to become independent from Russian energy. The Emirates need strong alliances that, in
addition to strengthening defense and security, will introduce them to the large EU market. Thus,
prospects are also created for opening new "roads", such as the IMEC initiative, and new
challenges, which if effectively addressed by the competent in Greek foreign policy, the country
will serve its national interests by following a more independent strategy. Athens' approach to the
United Arab Emirates is being investigated as one of its efforts in the last decade to escape the
passive diplomacy of the economic crisis. However, it is important to understand this cooperation,
to research it in the light of the theories of international relations that concern the strategy of a
state, such as Greece. A strategy which is stable and long-term and is not convulsively affected

by the movements of revisionist forces in the region such as Turkey.

It is obvious that Greece has found the opportunity after the energy upgrade of the region
to diversify and reshape its foreign policy even with partners outside of NATO and the EU. This
expansion takes place in a period after 2010 when significant deposits were discovered of
hydrocarbons in the Southern Mediterranean, and at the same time neighboring Turkey was
gradually moving away from Israel. The Arab uprisings brought upheaval in the region with Turkey
supporting the Muslim Brotherhood and political Islam. The US has shifted its focus of interest

from the MENA region to counter the rising power of Russia and China. All of the above are
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catalysts for the stronger activation of Greek diplomacy, but we must not forget the timeless
cultural and economic relationship between Greeks and Arabs. The United Arab Emirates in
particular, since the creation of their state, have tried to maintain good relations with Athens in

the context of their harmonized pursuits and in their sympathy towards the Greek side.

Against this background, indeed with Turkey projecting its power through "Neo-
Ottomanism" and "Blue Homeland" Athens-Abu Dhabi relations seem to be strengthening after
mutually beneficial agreements and with a will to deepen their ties in all sectors. Greece needs to
upgrade its role in the region as an energy hub, since after the war in Ukraine the countries of
Europe are trying to become independent from Russian energy. The Emirates need strong
alliances that, in addition to strengthening defense and security, will introduce them to the large
EU market. This creates prospects for opening new "roads", such as the IMEC initiative, and new

challenges.

In order to face the challenges, emphasis must be placed on the value of cultural
diplomacy and the common values of the two states. The interfaith dialogue and the
understanding of the identity diversity of the Greeks from the Westerners and the Emiratis from
the rest of the Arabs significantly helps to strengthen the alliance. An under-researched part of
the strategy that can lead to the stability of cooperation in all fields, in a volatile geopolitical

landscape.

Taking the above into consideration, the Greek foreign policy officials could achieve the
prosperity of the state, a greater flexibility in the exercise of foreign policy and stability in the region

by bringing the West closer to the East, playing a leading role in modern developments.
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
