ABSTRACT

This undergraduate thesis examines the role of Forensic Accounting in
detecting, preventing, and combating money laundering, a phenomenon that
significantly affects financial stability, institutional integrity, and the proper
functioning of businesses and financial institutions. The study begins by
presenting the theoretical foundations of Forensic Accounting, the techniques
applied to identify illicit transactions, and the ways in which forensic accountants
combine accounting analysis, compliance mechanisms, and investigative

methodologies to uncover financial crimes.

The phenomenon of money laundering is analysed in depth, including
internationally recognised methods such as layering, structuring, shell
companies and mirror trades, alongside the regulatory framework that governs
anti-money laundering (AML) practices at the European, international and
national (Greek) level. Special emphasis is placed on internal audit and
regulatory compliance functions, as weaknesses in these areas constitute key

factors enabling the infiltration of illicit funds into the financial system.

Adopting a qualitative methodological approach based on document analysis,
the thesis examines a series of prominent case studies, such as the Danske
Bank scandal, the 1MDB embezzlement scheme, HSBC’s compliance failures,
Deutsche Bank’s mirror-trading network, and the Greek Folli Follie fraud. These
cases highlight the systemic vulnerabilities of financial institutions, the failures of
internal controls, and the crucial contribution of forensic accountants to the

detection of complex financial misconduct.

The findings demonstrate the pressing need for technological enhancement —
including artificial intelligence, RegTech solutions and big data analytics — as
well as the strengthening of corporate governance, the improvement of cross-
border cooperation, and greater investment in the education and professional
training of compliance officers and forensic accounting specialists. The research

concludes that Forensic Accounting is becoming a fundamental pillar in the
