This paper examines whether Cyprus has established youth mainstreaming as a cross-
cutting governance mechanism or whether it remains primarily a declaratory goal.
Using Cyprus as a case study, a small EU member state facing high adaptation costs
to EU policies, and drawing on qualitative data, the study develops an analytical
evaluation framework grounded in the stages of the public policy cycle. The findings
reveal fragmented implementation of the European youth policy at the national level,
attributed to weak cross-sectoral coordination, the absence of impact assessment
tools, a limited evidence base, and constrained youth participation channels. The
results confirm the structural limitations of soft law in policy areas falling under the EU’s
supporting competences. Accordingly, the paper contributes to the literature on the
europeanisation of national policies in domains beyond the exclusive competences of
the EU. At the same time, by highlighting the actual modus operandi of youth policy in

Cyprus, it provides critical information for policymakers and the wider public.
