SUMMARY/ ABSTRACT
The present thesis, under the title “The human boyndaries and the tragic in Aeschylus

Agamemnon and Sophocles Oedipus Tyrannus, aims to explore the human boundaries and the
divine intervention on human activity and, in general on human fate.

The main question posed is the following:

Were Agamemnon and Oedipus, the two tragic kings, responsible for their end? What role
did their family background play? By how much did their choices and actions define their
destiny? And, to what extent does divine power interfere with their lives?

Moreover, insult plays a crucial role in Greek tragedy. Specific examples from the two
tragedies are discussed, where the two heroes commit insult, unwittingly or not, thus gradually
becoming authentic tragic characters.

Subsequently, a comparison between the two heroes is performed, where any differences
or any similarities between them are investigated.

The paper is completed by conclusions.
