NMEPIAHWH ( ZTA AITAIKA)

In the historic summit in Lisbon it was decided that economic and social development of the
European Union is inextricably linked to the modernization of services provided by public
administrations of the Member States. The issue of modernization has repeatedly discussed with
the aim of convergence of administrative arrangements to achieve "homogenization” of
administrative systems. It goes without saying that the "homogenization” in addition to other
positive effects, will facilitate the implementation of common practices and actions, resulting in
multiple benefits for those they administer and on migrants within Union territory. The
administrative modernization is necessary to subject priority for Member States, which requires
several steps in this direction. The obligation to apply Community law in the Member States is
‘transferred’ to the National Public Administration, which in this regard relate to "EU External
Services". A well-organized, efficient, fast, flexible and incorruptible public administration
plays an important role in the successful conduct of business. It has counted that more than 70%
of directives and rules enacted in the European Union are addressed to Public Administrations
actions and particularly Local Authorities depending on the organization and operation in each
Member State. Improving the efficiency of public administration is one of the eleven thematic
objectives for cohesion policy 2014-2020 which has notified the European Commission.
Regarding Greece against this international trend, in contrast even with constitutional claims
and the signing of the European Charter of Local Autonomy, the organization and management
structures characterized by strong centralization. The reorganization of the State and Public
Administration has become one of the years and unresolved issues of public policy causing
multiple effects on economic growth and social welfare. Based on the above, the present thesis
as part of the Master Program in International and European Economic Law main purpose is to
highlight the need for decentralization and distribution of state power with emphasis in the
Regions and Local Authorities. To achieve this goal will be the first presentation of the current

structure and operation in our country, then there will be a presentation of the structures and

functions in the European Union and finally extensive reference to the benefits of

decentralization and actions in this direction and the challenges exist.
