ABSTRACT

One of the most important sectors of the economy of Cyprus is tourism and hotel business, whose
development originates to a large extent after the establishment of the Republic of Cyprus in 1960.
In addition to mass tourism, Cyprus in recent years has introduced and developed some other forms
of alternative tourism in an effort to avoid seasonality. It is in this context that the present study
explores the possibility of developing a new and highly specialized thematic innovative form of
tourism, by launching the operation of a wheeled train in Cyprus, especially in the city and the
region of Paphos. The purpose of this research is to explore the viability of such a business idea
and investment and to trace the possible contributions that it may have on the development of the
tourism services offered. Our aim is to explore the development prospects of a wheeled train in
the Paphos region and its impact on the local and national economy.

The first part of the paper contains an introduction explaining the aims, the purposes and the
problems raised by this kind of activity. This is followed by a methodology section which provides
justification for the selected methodology and the research procedures adopted in this study. The
third part contains a review of the bibliography concerning various theories, basic principles and
conclusions relevant to the sustainability and the economic and social impact of investing in the
development and diversification of the tourist product. This is followed by an analysis of the
impact of this business activity in answer to the research questions posed, and a detailed
presentation of the viability of the planned business investment project. In the final section some
suggestions for future research based on the conclusions are presented. In addition, proposals to
modify the existing policies and to take in account considerations of specific parameters in state
regulations for the development and operation of wheeled trains in Paphos, as well as the
possibility of extending the development of similar projects to other heavily tourist regions of
Cyprus .

In conclusion, based on analysis of all factors and parameters, this study offers strong defense for
the proposal that a business project for wheeled trains in the province of Paphos is both profitable
and viable. It also points to additional data that might contribute to the further development of the
wider Paphos region.

The wheeled train can contribute to the diversification of the means of transport for the visitors to
Paphos, while making possible the further development of its archaeological sites, its cultural
monuments and its natural beauties. At the same time, it will provide the opportunity of developing
other related tourism companies with effects on the economic and social life of the residents of the
region under study.
