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Abstract

The purpose of this dissertation is to investigate, analyze and attempt to evaluate the
application of remote education in primary and secondary Greek education. Due to the
pandemic, for the first time in the Greek educational system, the role of remote education
does not consist of reinforcing or acting complementary to traditional teaching, but it
acquires a central role in the educational process. Firstly, the institutional and legal
framework of remote education is presented, as it was set up due to the emergency measures
taken by the Greek government to deal with the pandemic. Then, the previous experience of
the application of remote education in primary and secondary education is investigated and
analyzed and compared with that of the current period of the pandemic. The implementation
of remote education during the pandemic arises as an imperative need, as the only means by
which the educational process can continue (but not smoothly) during the outbreak of the
pandemic and the subsequent legislation of measures of social distancing. At the same time,
however, and especially for primary education, its effectiveness conflicts with the intrinsic
characteristics both of the younger students and the curriculum, which do not constitute the
most suitable ground for the implementation of remote education. Therefore, the efficiency
and effectiveness of the measure seem to be negatively related to the duration of its
implementation. In other words, it seems that disadvantages and problems in the educational
process may be amplified the longer the implementation of remote education lasts and the

schools remain closed.
