Abstract

The aim of this dissertation is to present the aggressive dimension of the Turkish foreign
policy, towards Greece over the last 25 years. The importance shown by Ankara's high-
political strategy makers in the theoretical contemplation of International Relations,
which is called offensive realism, is to be demonstrated. This policy is applied
systematically and over time vis-a-vis our country. Ankara's attempt to establish a
hegemony in the wider Region of the Southern Mediterranean finds Athens as an obstacle.
By exercising a specific and targeted policy, the neighboring country is a state, that aims
to maximize its power. The above-mentioned are demonstrated in this paper, through the
selection of specific case studies, in which the parameters of aggressive realism are
detected. Examples include: the illegal occupation of a part of a Greek national territory,
the build-up of particularly powerful armed forces through the purchase of new weapons
systems, the existence of a demographic potential and the attempt to illegally obtain
energy wealth. The findings of the current work are placed in the free evaluative judgment
of any political scientist, scholar or ordinary reader.
