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ABSTRACT

Past research has attempted to investigate the role of different sources of object association,
such as taxonomic and thematic relations, in the semantic organization of concepts. Recent
studies have explored the significance of potential interaction between objects in semantic
organization, and have suggested the distinction between thematic relations including action
and thematic relations without action. Potential interaction refers to the possibility of using
two objects with one another to achieve a goal, an important characteristic that affects the
weight of the association between two concepts. The present study used an action detection
task to investigate the recognition of thematic relationships with action. We also explored
how age affects the accuracy and reaction time of the responses. For the experiment we used
a PC and an “EyeLink” eye-tracker. The sample consisted of 36 adults with a mean age of
38.6. The results showed that age did not affect response accuracy, but had a significant
effect in response time. Specifically, older participants were slower (as recorded by ocular
focus duration) to respond in conditions where no action was present and the participant
needed to inhibit other sources of association. This additional time was not a result of speed-
accuracy trade off, but demonstrates the effects of age in the inhibition of non-relevant

sources of association.
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
