Abstract
As part of the imposition of the Treaty of Mudros on the Ottoman Empire, Greece
sent an army to Smyrna on behalf of the Entente allies. The refusal of a group of

Turkish soldiers to accept the Treaty turns the disembarkation of the army into a
Campaign.

The Turks led by Mustafa Kemal take up arms and fight against the allied countries
who had already occupied most of Turkey. After Armenia is defeated and the
occupying armies of France and Italy withdraw, the Greek Army is left alone.

The governments of Athens, the king, the Patriarchate, the Administration of Smyrna
and the Greek Army with a sense of historical responsibility are trying to bring about
pacification in the East. But Kemal's determination not to cede a speck of Asia Minor
territory, abundant material aid from Russia, his capitulation to France and Italy, who
demanded and won economic privileges in the region, led to his final victory in
August 1922.

Greece, with the wounds of political division still open and its friend and only ally
remaining until the end, Britain, keeping a neutral position so as not to displease the
Muslim inhabitants of its colonies, was defeated by the nationalist Turkish army. The
Greek Army leaves the lands of Asia Minor along with hundreds of thousands of

refugees.
