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ABSTRACT

After thourough examination and analysis, of primary and secondary bibliography,
concerning Cyprus School’s Management during the historic for Cyprus, period
between 1960-1965, which represents the declaration of the Cyprus’ Republic
Independence, on the one hand and the establishment of the first Cyprus’ Ministry of
Education, on the other, at the beginning I attempted to exploit the socio-cultural

consistent of this period.

My initial findings refer and describe, the continuous political and cultural conflict
(for the whole period of the English occupation of Cyprus i.e 1878-1960), between the
Colonial English government of Cyprus and the Greek Orthodox Church of Cyprus.

The Greek Orthodox Church of Cyprus, using its’ great moral and material power,
which derived from its’ leading role in the long period of the Ottoman occupation of
Cyprus (1571-1878), attempted to contribute to the Greek culture domination and the
promotion of the Greek national ideology through the purpose and goal setting of the
Greek Cypriot community schools, whom the Church it self, founded and maintained.
Its’ main pursue was the pupils’ breastfeeding with the national ardent lust for the
political union with the motherland, Greece, using teachers as mediators. There were
many stakeholders, allies of the Church in the above attempt. These were the organized

totals, of parents, teachers, local school communities’ e.t.c

The English Colonial government strongly opposed to this policy, provoking the
limitation and the bending of the national spirit of the people of Cyprus, by emphasizing
and promoting the “Cyprus consciousness” or better “Anglo-Cyprus consciousness”
against the Greek national ideology or ethnicity. They tried to achieve this via the total
control of the Cyprus’Primary Education, which they ensured to pass under their
complete control (1923), whereas at the same time with guided legislation they made
strong efforts to limit the Church’s effect on the cultivation of the schools’ Greek
nationalism, promote the teaching of the English language and impose the ideas and

operation mode of the English Educational system.

In fact, this conflict had impact on the Curriculum, on teachers’ training, schools’
management and also schools’ rules and regulations. Nevertheless, Middle education,

remained under the mere jurisdiction of the Greek Community and the Church nearly
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untouched throughout the whole period of the English occupation of Cyprus.(1878-
1960)

The majority of the Greek population of the island was negatively intertwined
towards the English unstopped pursuit for the construction of a Cypriot or bicommunal
consciousness, since such an action would at the Cyprus’ Church’s opinion consist an
attempt to discolor the Greek consciousness of the people, with final goal the
consolidation of the British sovereignty and the submission of the whole Cypriot

population under it.

The cultivation of the national (greek) identity and consiouness, continued
undiminished during the period of the national struggle of EOKA, Cyprus Liberation
Struggle (1955 - 1959), where the organized students supported by all means Cyprus’

political union with Greece.

The London and Zurich aggreements, through which the Republic of Cyprus (1960)
was established, left the majority of Cypriots more or less unsatisfied. In fact the people

considered it as a transitional stage towards the Union with Greece.

Moreover the key area of Education, due to the special status and particularities of
the Constitution of the new independent state of Cyprus, was excluded from the
authorities of the new government. The education of the two Communities was
assigned to the Greek Cypriot Communal Assembly for the education of the Greek
Cypriots, and the Turkish Cypriot Communal Assembly for the Education of Turkish
Cypriots. The Cyprus government had just a limited financial contribution to the
operation of these Assemblies, whose operation was based on the the two motherlands

of Grece and Turkey.

In the five years of operation of the Greek Cypriot Communal Assembly, under the
inspired leadership of its’ first president and later, first Minister of Education, Dr
Konstantinos Spyridaki’s, the Greek Assemly produced an enormous educational work,
by establishing new schools, Gymnasiums, Lycieums, Technical schools, while

managed to take measures aiming at the professional education and development.

Nevertheless amongst the Greek Community itself, derived variations regarding the
orientation of the Cyprus education. The two sides, were Dr. Spryidakis, transcendental

preacher of the complete harmonization of the Cyprus education with the official Greek
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Educational policy and Dr. Frixos Petrides later Cyprus Minister of Education who
suggested that Cyprus should follow its’ own educational path, both for financial
reasons since at his opinion Cyprus was financially stronger than Greece, and also for

the legalization of the new born Cyprus Republic.

In 1965 after the bicommunal conflicts between the Greek and the Turkish Cypriots,
which harassed both communities, and the Turkish Cypriot Ministers’ withdrawal from
the common government, the Greek Cypriot Communal Assembly was dissolved after
transmitting all its authorities to the new born Ministry of Education who was
established by the Doctrine of Necessity. The newborn Ministry continued to have a
Greek centred orientation and was politically and culturally affected from Greece, but
at the same time made an effort to impose citizenship instead of ethnicity. This policy
found supporters at the face of the Ministers of Labour Mr. Papadopoulos (later
President of the Republic of Cyprus) and the Minister of Finance Mr. Solomidis who
strongly supported a cyprus-centred route for the Cyprus’ Education and Educational
System which would nevertheless keep its Greek character. These two Ministers also
supported the Theory of the Human Capital which promoted technical education and
was in direct conflict with the Minister of Education who supported a more theoretical,
classic education which was closer to the Greek philosoply and the Greek educational

System.

While the Cyprus’ Educational System and its’ management has partly changed
from 1960 and onwards, nevertheless the importance of Education for the formulation
of Greek conciouness amongst the Greek Cypriots, continued to have great value, but

now combined and vaxinated with local particularies and context.

The particular local conditions and factors, contributed in the Cyprus’ Education
stabilization at a medium level where there was a relative independence in Education,
but nevertheless not to an extent to be able to draw its” own course. This resulted in

the consideration of the Education and its’ management as a Greek offshoot.

Morever no one should ignore that the five-year delay in the establishment of the
Cyprus’ Ministry of Education, along with the competitive mood with which other
Ministries faced it, it’s lack of independence, as well as the absence of pre-existing
structures, all these resulted in congenital weaknesses. As such one could consider the

inadequate civil service staffing and its operation with postings of teachers for a certain
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time period at the varius posts of the Ministry. These postings could be differentiated
according to the political parties that participate every time in the government, situation

that could result to uncontinuity and lack of long term programming and schedualising.

Indisputably, the indepedance of Cyprus education was more obvious in periods of
political instability in Greece. The political and social extensions that continue till
today, the Turkish invasion of 1974, the continuing possession of the half of our
country, Cyprus’ accession to the European union, had and continue to have a great
impact to our Educational course as well to the Educational managent performance of

our country.

Nevertheless, during the last years European Integration, and the Maastrict
Convention, dictates, that European Union members’ Educational policy moves to the
direction of a common Educational design , policy which puts restrictions to each
countrys’ autonomous planning, promoting globalization in planning, curricula,

educational goals, pedagogical patterns and innovation suggestions.
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
