ABSTRACT

Acculturation, National Identity and Self-Esteem: A Comparative Research
Approach to Native Students and Students from Culturally Different Groups Attending

Cypriot Primary Schools

The aim of this research was to study the acculturation processes of immigrant students
aged 11-12 years and to compare the social adjustment, the formation of national identity and the
levels of self-esteem of immigrant students in relation to their native classmates. Also, to make
clear the role of the student's national origin group in acculturation, national identity, and self-
esteem, but also to investigate the way the implementation of the educational policy of DRASE
affects all the above. Finally, to make clear the relationship that exists between the acculturation,

self-esteem, and the sense of belonging.

The participants were 563 primary-school children (immigrants and Cypriots). 283
students attended DRASE schools and 280 NON DRASE schools. Data were collected using
questionnaires: FRACC-C scale (Frankenberg and Bongard, 2012), Acculturation scale (Nguyen
and Von Eye, 2002), the National Identity scale (MEIM, Phinney 2003) and Self - esteem scale

(Kleftala and Didaskalou, 2009).

According to the results, both Cypriots and immigrants showed a stronger orientation
towards their Country of Origin. This is regardless of the Nationality of Immigrants’ National
Group of Origin, and second-generation immigrants are oriented in the Host Country to a greater
extent than first-generation immigrants. The first-generation immigrants choose the strategy of
Marginalization and Integration, and the second-generation immigrants choose the strategy of

Integration and Assimilation. Cypriots and immigrant students have more group contacts with their



compatriots than with children from other countries or natives, respectively. The type of school
(DRASE — NON DRASE) which they attend does not seem to affect the intergroup relations
between immigrant and Cypriot students and to bring about the desired results for the promotion
of social cohesion. The strategies of culturalization and the stages of formation of the National

identity are related to the levels of self-esteem of the immigrant students.
