Abstract

In my dissertation | chose to duel with the specific subject called “loannis Stavrianos, (1804-
1887), a Cypriot in the Greek revolution of 18217, because I believe that preserving the
biography of loannis Stavrianos constitutes the must important and also unique written
testimory about the involvement od Cypriots in the Greek revolution of 1821. The biggest
source of information about the life and action of loannis Stavrianos is his own management,
which I have in my possession, and is ehtitled “Treatise of my life’s adventures and a colletion
of various unknown objects of Greek history”. The preserved manuscript was given to my by
Mrs Anna Stavrianou loustinou, third grand child of the war hero and daughter of loustinos

Stavrinos.

In this dissertation | discussed mostthlw about the relationship of loannis Stavrianos with his
place of birth, Lofou, the Greek resolution and the involvement of Cypriots in it and especially
the contribution and action of loannis Stavrianos. | have also mentioned the participation of
Stavrianos in the uprisinf of Nafplion and his afthentic testimory about the assassination of
Karaiskakis. At the end | make a special reference in the actions of his birth place to ruise a
monument in his honor and to transfer his remains from Athens back to the place that he was

born.

Stavrianos mentions Lofou as his place of birth, a village in the province of Limassol with
exquisite architecture, which owes its name to the fact that it is bult on a hill. He specifically
says in his manuscripzt that “My father named Chatzi Stavrinos came from village Lofou on
the province of Limassol...he had estates a house and fence, a vinegard in Aigisthou and in

Troulloi”.

The Greek rebellion of 1821, for the liberation of Greece from the othoman slavery finds
Cypriots in high alert. The participation of Cypriots, in all of the national fights is a national
debt and obligation and above all o timeless value. This is what ioannis Stavrianos did since
he was initiated iside the friendly society, he sold his fortune, and he used the money to equipt
seven men, four Cypriots and three men from Crete, and they all went together to help the

rebellious Greece.



Stavrianos describes with great detail in his manuscript, it constitutes the main part of his
narration about the military operations in Attici, from Auqust of 1826 since May of 1827.
What causes interest is the description of the battle in Analatos, through the eyes of
Stavrianos. The text guins special interest when the author reaches the breath talking
description of the Turkish camp after the desctruction of the Greeks in Faliro and the aweful
fate of the prisoners. His narration continues with the shocking description of the tortunes and
epcutions of Greek prisoners at the Turkish camp and his unexpected rescue from Housein
Doulla, suring him from the horrible fate of the other prisoners. The manuscript of Stavrianos
is full of appraise and admiration towardshis two communders, favieros, leader of ordinary

and G. Karaiskakis the general leader.

During his manurcript, Stavrianos gives special emphasis on the prents concerving the leathal
injury of G. Karaiskakis. The information he gives that Karaiskakis was murdered by a greek
person and that he was an eypwithness is truly fascinating. Unfortunately the evidence that
Stavrianos wants to bring to the limelight are abruptly interrupted due to the loss of the rest of

the manuscrpipt (the manuscpript is incomplete).

At the end, an important information that we get from the manuscript is the active involvement
of Stavrianos in the revolt at Nafplion in 1862. His purticipution in the rebellion had as a result
for him to be suspended “for behavior incompatible with his profession job as an offecer”
along with seventeen other pioneers of the movement. With the same decree Aigina was

appointed as o pace of residence for most of these officers.

To coclude, | must say that this study aimed at bringins int the surface from the one side the
never ending bonds between Cyprus and Greece and from the other side to bring into light the
unkown aspects of our history, to further inlighten all of us both historically and nationally and
at the end to put loannis Stavrianos into the spotlight as a role model of lighting virtue and

love for his country.
