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ABSTRACT

The European Union is, first of all, a union of values. The conquest
of these values is the result of its history. These values constitute
the hard core of the Union's identity and enable every citizen to
identify himself with it. Common course of its 28 different peoples is
inconceivable if the participants are not animated by a common
political conviction, by certain common ideals, which express not
only a common past, but are preset as fixed values for the future
development of peoples.

All these values are proclaimed as a juridical authority.
These values explicitly include the principle of liberty, democracy,
respect for human rights, the rule of law, while reminding that
these principles are common to all Member States.

At the same time, the Public Administration, which is the
executive body of the decisions of the respective state power, as an
institution and as an organization, distincts from other social
institutions and organizations, because as an element of the state
apparatus from the one hand has special characteristics and on the
other specific objectives. They correspond to the state itself, and on
the other, in this context, states have their own relative autonomy.
Public administration differs from society to society just as the
nature of the state differs from society to society.

By participating in European integration, an increasingly
larger part of power of the nation state is transferred to the EU.
According to Papadimitriou, we can distinguish both early interest
par excellence to EU law, as for instance the authorities
corresponding to the four basic freedoms (freedom movement of
goods, persons, services and capital) and the other principles that
define the EU's relationship with the state. In the last part belong

the principle of autonomy, the principle of the primacy of
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Community law and the related principle of direct effect of the rules
of the law of nations. In addition, these three principles encapsulate
the deeper institutional essence of the EU while identifying the
supranational character of undeniable quality and assert of the
fundamental principle.

The EU Member States are currently not completely
dominant in what concerns their national budget, at the level of
both the training and the implementation. It is a fact that the period
of the fiscal sovereignty of Member States is now over, or to be more
precise, the margin of the initiative of the national financial
institutions is now limited, directly and indirectly, by the Treaties
themselves or by the Community authorities in carrying of their
regulatory powers. To fulfill its mission the EU should gradually
absorb more and more of the powers of the state. This process is
still open and subject to accelerations or decelerations of the
historical process.

Nevertheless, the nation-state will retain its status and will
continue to be the foundation for building the international society
and the foundation for the EU.

The incorporation of Community rules on domestic social
and institutional reality as well as the duties and obligations of
national administrations towards the EU institutions constitute the

goals of this thesis.
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
