ABSTRACT

The Treaty establishing the European Community, which was signed in 1957 (Treaty
of Rome), aimed inter alia, to strengthen the unity of the economies of the member
States, in order to promote the harmonious development and common economics, as
well as the trade policy. Within this framework the common policy in agriculture and
fisheries is included. The agricultural sector has been the only sector where a specific
intervention policy takes place. The food shortage that hit Europe during both, World
War Il and post — war, coupled with the establishment of the Common Market that
included agricultural products, explain the interest of the six founding members to
intervene in support of agriculture and regulation markets with the simultaneous
abolition of national intervention mechanisms, which were incompatible with the
Common Market, and transferring them at a community level.

Therefore, in the exclusive competence of the European Community
belongs the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP). The basic elements taken into
account during the creation of CAP are the following:

e The particular nature of agricultural activity as a result of the social
structure of agriculture, structural and natural disparties among the
various regions.

e The need to effect the appropriate adjustments.

e The fact that agriculture constitutes a sector closely linked with the whole
economy.

In accordance with Articles 32 and 38 of the Treaty, establishing the
European Community, the objective of CAP is to ensure reasonable prices for
Europe’s consumers and fair incomes for farmers, in particular through the common
organization of agricultural markets and in compliance with the following principles.

Specifically, the aims are the following:

e Uniform prices.
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e Financial solidarity.
e Community preference.
The objectives of the CAP, as defined in Article 33 of the Treaty of Rome
are:
Increasing agricultural productivity.
Ensuring a fair standard of living for the agricultural community.
The stabilization of the market.

Ensuring the supply.

Ensure reasonable prices to consumers.
However, the management of the common agricultural policy is difficult
because it implies the existence of common values, common management tools such
as values, joint financing of support measures and common defense against outside
threats. All these heavy but necessary mechanisms are part of the first aspect of the
CAP, the one of the markets, while the other aspect is that of rural development.

While the common organization of agricultural markets ensure the security
of food supply at reasonable prices for consumers, it can not ensure by itself the
achievement of other objectives of the Treaty, as for example to increase agricultural
productivity and raise standards of living of agricultural population. To achieve these
other objectives an effective socio-economic policy is required, which, acting
together with the other common policies, such as regional and social, can secure the
future of rural areas within the single market.

The Agricultural Policy, which is applied each time, affects all social
groups: farmers, consumers and taxpayers, and indirectly all sectors of the economy.
The Common Agricultural Policy is the largest, the most controversial of all Union
policy areas and one who has the biggest budget. The EU has, in the field of
agricultural policy, more power than it has in any other policy area and it has issued
on agriculture more laws than those approved for any other policy. The Common
Agricultural Policy involves different sectors such as competition, mergers and
subsidies.

The future outlook for the agricultural sector in the EU depends on its ability

to benefit from the opportunities offered in recent years within the EU as well as
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globally. The Community Agricultural Policy has already made great progress and
has now a lot of potential to become a truly European model for agriculture in the
21st century, due to its dynamic policy. Since its adoption it has been the subject of
ongoing reforms to its response to the current political, economic and social
conditions.

This paper discusses the CAP, under the light of the EU legal system.

The research and development of the subject is based on the methodology of
analysis and evaluation of written documents (laws, books, studies, articles, annual
reports, press reports, statistics), in order to examine the basic parameters,
institutional and financial aspects, introduced by the fundamental reform of the CAP
and those of most interest.

The first chapter is a brief overview on the path of EU agricultural policy
and the objectives which are laid down. Subsequently, the work focuses on the EU
institutions involved in legislation, organization and control of CAP objectives.

In the third chapter there is a different approach to the institutional
framework of the CAP, emphasizing the relationship of EU jurisprudence mentioned
in the agricultural sector with the competition and business creation cartel.

The results of the analysis reveal not only the strong points but the
weaknesses of the new CAP as well and the lack of preperation of the agricultural
sector to respond to new conditions also. The lack of copetitiveness of the agricultural
products is still present and becomes even more intense after the limited protection
provided by the new CAP while the structural problems that pertain to the Greek
agricultural sector have not been solved aggravating in this way the problems of this
specific branch of economy. It is concluded that the adoption and implementation of
integrated rural development strategy and a new orientation of production to quality
products should have a leading role in EU agricultural and especially in the

Mediterranean policy.
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
