Abstract

Ancient Sparta was always at the historians’ of Ancient Greek History center
of attention. Lately that has been a resurgence of interest by many, such as
politicians, lawyers and constitutional experts. Modern research on ancient
Sparta is currently being conducted or has been completed. Almost all research
studies have the tendency to reverse the perception that Sparta was in second
place after Athens as far as it concerns its offer to the ancient Greek and world
culture.

The research which follows has ancient Sparta and its contribution to the
Greek culture as its subject. It is divided into seven chapters, which are
subdivided into subsections. In the first chapter, the research refers to the
foundation of the Spartan state. There is a brief history which focuses on its
organisation. In the second chapter the research focuses on the regime of
Sparta. The social stratification of the state is analysed with reference to the
most important classes, the Spartans, the Perioeci and the Helots. The political
system and the institutions of Ancient Sparta are included in the third chapter.
After a brief comparison of the regimes of Athens and Sparta, an extensive
reference to the Lykurgan legislation is made. After that, the role and the
responsibilities of the institutions, of the Trustees, the Senate, the Apelles and
and of the binary Reign are mentioned. The fourth chapter refers to the values
and ideals of a genuine Spartan, his love for the motherland, bravery, gallantry,
as well as the chastity of his life . In the fifth chapter there is an overview of the
Spartan constitution, its authorities and the state, while showing the value of
the individual. In addition, an attempt is made to show that Sparta was a fair
state and the severity of the Lykurgan legislation is finally stated. In the sixth
chapter it is proved that Sparta was the first democratic city of Greece. In
Sparta there was Democracy and the state was social. The privileges and the
rights of the citizens are enumerated and the religious faith of the
Lacedaemonians is stressed. Emergency incidents are listed and the cause of
the decline of the Spartan state is stated. In the last chapter the contribution of
Sparta to the Ancient Greek Culture is emphasised.

My study aimed at demonstrating the timeless contribution of Sparta to the
Ancient Greek Culture and world civilisation, which continues up to this day!
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
