Summary

My dissertation has the title 'Glafkos Alithrersis, his life and work'. It is a critical
analysis which deals with Glafkos Alithersis, a man of literature, not so well known to
young readers. Being of Cypriot origin, Alithersis lived for 30 years in Alexandria
Egypt where he worked as a gymnastics teacher at a gymnasium. At the same time he
wrote poems while working on other forms of literature like: several translations of
plays, theatrical plays, prose, studies and more. The aim of my project is to help
acknowledge Glafkos Alithersis as a notable poet, and for this reason my dissertation
focuses on Alithersis poems through his nine poetic collections. At first, there is
reference to his stormy life and the problems and difficulties he encountered so that

one can understand more easily how his experiences affect the way he writes and how



all these form the style and theme of his poetry. A turning point for the poet is the
early death of his daughter in a young age, something that stigmatized him
irretrievably since his daughter Glafki is always found in his poems. Thus, through
excerpts of almost all of his poems, references in his bibliography and finally my
personal analysis, I hope that the reader will attribute Alithersis his special poetic

value that I believe he deserves.
