* It is obvious, that the decision taken
by the Council of European Union
during the conference of the 19th June
that has taken place in the town Feira of
Portugal, in view of the enrollment of
Greece in the Economic and Monetary
Union, going along with other eleven
Countries (except Denmark, United
Kingdom and Sweden) is indeed
extremely important and subversive,
influencing the future of this place.

This estimation is based on
numerous and substantial reasons.

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that have already entered in the
Economic and Monetary Union!, based
on objective and realistic criterion and
non political ones, recompenses Greek
people for all the sacrifices they made all
these years in mattérs of income,
standard of life.
