Abstract

This research is the first to study the phenomena of aggression and bullying in relation to
bullying mechanisms and in taking into account the context. The aim of the study is to
analyze the socio-economic profile (gender, age, socio-economic status of the family,
parental education, nationality) of adolescents from Pafos in relation to various types of
bullying and victimization (physical, verbal, relational, racism and cyber) and various forms
of aggression (active, reactive, direct / natural, indirect / relational and verbal). It also intends
to define the mechanisms of bullying in relation to the socio-economic profile of adolescents.
The sample is consisted of 756 adolescents (53% girls), Mean age = 16.1, S.D. = 0.39), of
which 20% are immigrants. Two valid and reliable questionnaires, as well as information on
demographic characteristics were used for data collection. The main results show that: a)
boys are more likely to engage in bullying and victimization, b) both boys and girls are more
likely to do bullying using verbal forms and because they want to dominate. c) first
generation immigrants are more likely to engage in bullying and victimization, d) first
generation immigrants do bullying to acquire strong ties amongst their group and the second-
generation migrants and Cypriots do bullying for domination. In discussion, solutions for

creating interventions for first-generation immigrant adolescents are proposed.
