SUMMARY

Nowadays, we stress the importance of the two-way relationship between home
and school, thus the issue of parents — teachers cooperation constitutes a field of study
for scientific research. Based on this research it has been proven that parents play a key
role in the school institution and that they affect students, teachers and the entire
school environment (Papagiannidou, 2000). Although the cooperation between parents
and school is not always easy, not even desirable by a part of the educational
community and parents, (Matsagouras & Verdis, 2003), the school must make the issue
of cooperation a priority and create the appropriate conditions to achieve it

(Matsagouras, 2008).

Therefore, family and school are two social institutions which have the child as
their link. Their goals and aspirations are common. They both aim at the foundation of
an integrated personality in children, as well as the creation of free, democratic,
creative and virtuous citizens. They are equally concerned with ensuring the happiness
and progress of the child. School and family are the main factors for shaping and
molding each new generation, so this creates an urgent need for an honest and lasting

cooperation between the two.

The main objective of this thesis is to investigate this communication and
cooperation between family and kindergarten. Research was conducted in
kindergartens in Larnaca District with both parents and kindergarten teachers. The
findings show that the cooperation between parents and kindergarten teachers is
satisfactory and that there is will, on both sides, to create a stable, sincere and fruitful

cooperation.



Once we emphasize the need for meaningful and sincere cooperation between
kindergarten and family, we will refer to the communicative frame of the two, with
particular emphasis on the effective means of communication between the two

institutions.
